2010 CHS BAND CODE OF CONDUCT

A firm and fair policy of enforcement is necessary to uphold the regulations and standards of the Music Department. The community, school administrators, and the music staff feel strongly that high standards of conduct and citizenship are essential I maintaining a sound program in Music Education. The welfare of the students is our major consideration and transcends any other consideration.


All band members shall abide by a Code of Conduct, which will earn them the honor and respect that participation in a Curricular Music Program affords. Any conduct that results in dishonor to the musician, the Marching Band, or the school will not be tolerated. Acts of unacceptable conduct include, but are not limited to: theft, vandalism, vulgar language, disrespect, immorality, or violation of law. Tarnishing the reputation of those associated with Carroll High School and the Music Program will not be tolerated.


Students participating in the Marching Band must conduct themselves as mature young men and women. Participation in this organization is a privilege and not a right. Any band member whose conduct could be construed to reflect discredit upon the band and/or the school, will be subject to disciplinary action as determined by the music staff and/or administration. Issues of misconduct which are not directly stated within this document, will be dealt with on an individual basis. This is an extension of the Carroll High School Student Code of Conduct.
General Rules and Regulations

1. RESPECT!! You will respect each other. You will respect your staff. You will respect the Defiance College personnel and property. They will return the favor. Please respect each other and each others’ belongings. Camp should be a fun experience you want to return to.

2. Be punctual to all rehearsals, meals, and activities. Take into account travel time between locations to ensure you are always on time. Tardiness will not be tolerated.

3. Stay in your designated location at all times. Disciplinary action will be taken if students are found “wandering” someplace they shouldn’t be.

4. It is the responsibility of each member to have all equipment and other pertinent items at all rehearsals (drill books, music, pencils,etc.). Likewise, it is just as important to make sure everything is put away and stored in its proper place after rehearsal.

5. Public display of affection (romantic physical contact) between two band members while under the jurisdiction of Carroll High School music staff is prohibited.

Room Guidelines

1. Defiance College property will be treated with the utmost respect. Staying in a dorm is a privilege—please do your best to take care of your room.

2. There will be no boys in girls’ rooms and vice versa at any time or for any reason during camp. There are lounge areas in the dorms for social time.

3. No tape or glue is to be used on the walls or doors. If you plan to hang anything, you must do so using sticky-tac (white only, please). The less you hang, the less clean-up there is to do at the end camp.

4. Keep a reasonable volume at all times in the dorm. Please take your roommate and neighbors who may be trying rest into consideration when playing music or talking with fellow band members. All music and other loud activity must cease at lights out.

5. Once the designated “lights out” time had come, no one is permitted to leave their room except to go to the restroom. Anyone found outside their room for any other reason will be dealt with accordingly. This will be treated as a major violation of the rules.
Other Things to Remember
1. We trust that we don’t need to say this, but: NO alcohol. NO tobacco. NO drugs. NO EXCEPTIONS!!!! Zero tolerance is the rule. Consider this your only warning. Any violation of this will result in dismissal form the ensemble and further disciplinary action from the school.

2. All prescription medications must be given to chaperones for safeguarding during camp. They will be given to students at the appropriate times.

3. Cell phones are permitted at camp, but must be kept in students’ rooms. Cell phones will not appear at any rehearsal, meal, group social activity, or any other official camp activity. If we see a cell phone at an inappropriate time, it will come to live with us until the end of camp.

4. EAT!! Ladies and gentlemen, we cannot do the work we need to do if you do not take care of yourselves and get the proper nutrition. You must at all meals.

5. Many of you have friends outside of marching band. However, they will not be allowed to visit you at any time during camp. All unauthorized visitors will be asked to leave.

Other Things to Remember (cont’d)
6. Everyone is expected to participate in evening activities—these provide wonderful opportunities for you to get to know your fellow band members and have a little fun at the same time.

7. Try to avoid cologne, perfume, hairspray, makeup, etc.—these items attract insects and will do you no good in the heat and humidity.

Practice Clothing
1. Tennis shoes only. No sandals, skateboarding shoes, or dress shoes will be permitted. (The need for freedom and flexibility in the ankle along with the placement of the heels and toes together is critical!)

2. Clothing should be comfortable and must not be binding. Avoid jeans, heavy or dark clothes, etc.

3. Always wear socks for good personal hygiene and to avoid foot injury such as blisters. Plan to go through two pairs of socks per day during camp.

4. Due to the risk of personal injury, no dangling jewelry (earrings such as posts, small hoops, and studs are acceptable) will be permitted at any time.

5. Everyone is encourages to dress up for theme days. However, your attire should never interfere with your ability to rehearse.
